Most Brits fail to back up their data (from The Telegraph, 03 October 2013)

Hundreds of Brits admitted to not saving an extra copy of digital files with many saying they simply cannot be bothered or don'l even
know how it could be done. The findings, which come from research commissioned by the digital storage company WD, lay bare the
cavalier attilude most Brits take to backing up data. The average household in the UK has personal files stored on no fewer than 14
different devices with data scattered across laptops, smartphones, tablets and USB sticks, according to the survey. It found that getting
children to organise the family's digilal content has become a new household chore, with kids earning pocket money by tidying up
computer files instead of cleaning cars and doing the washing up. The research coincides with the launch of WD's My Cloud, a personal
cloud drive which was unveiled in the UK yesterday. According to the company the device will give customers "the anywhere, any-device
access they can get from the public cloud, without having to pay monthly fees or giving up control of their personal data". Users can
access My Cloud remotely via an app on smartphones and tablets, allowing files to be uploaded and shared on the go. The device is

available in 2TB and 3TB sizes.

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Why people pick boring jobs (from The Washington Post, Oclober 7 2013)

Would you rather work in a stimulating, challenging job or a routine one filled with mundane repelition? Almost everyone would say they
prefer the former. But a new study finds that people typically contradict themselves once salaries enter the decision. If the two jobs pay
the same, people often opt to put out less effort, not more. Researchers Peter Ubel of Duke University and David Comerford of the
University of Stirling call their theory “effort aversion.” They find that the amount of effort people are asked to put out—if they are not
compensated accordingly for it—often holds priority sway over their choices. This finding goes against classic economic theory, which
predicts that effort is just one factor among many that people consider when deciding what will yield the most “utility,” or relative
satisfaction to the individual. [...]

Its not terribly surprising that we'd prefer to have stimulaling, interesting jobs than dull ones, and that we expect to be paid for our extra
work, even if that does test the conventions of economic theory. What pigued my interest in the research is what it seems to illuminate
about the pent-up demand in workplaces worldwide. After years of economic uncertainty, workers have repeatedly been asked to do
more and more for the same (if not less) pay. Meanwhile, the idea has really caught on that boosting engagement, offering more stretch
assignments and teaching new skills on the job can help organizations make up for a plateau in wages.

When Tickle Me Elmo was released in 1996, demand for the toy created such hysteria that its name became insider shorthand for a hot
holiday seller. Every year, analysts guess which toy will be “the next Elmo.” Hasbro is hoping that this year, that toy will again be Elmo.
Hasbro has been making Sesame Street-licensed toys like Elmo through ils Playskool unit since 2011. And this year, Hasbro went big,
releasing Big Hugs Elmo, its first life-size Elmo doll.

But Hasbro also returned to the innocence that made Tickle Me Elmo special. (A version of Elmo introduced a couple of years ago
banged on bongos in a rock n’ roll band). True to his name, Big Hugs Elmo hugs when you hold him close.

The new Elmo also loves to pretend. Press his left foot, and he invites you to join him in an imagination activity, like pretending to be an
astronaut, a frog, a horse or a rabbit. Cradle him when he's lired, and he will sing a lullaby and go to sleep. The toy is $60 and available
on Hasbro's e-commerce site and at retailers nationwide.

Such is the nature of the annually updated sports franchise that any change to a successful formula is likely to promote debate. In Fifa
74, the talking point is Precision Control. A new gameplay system based around player momentum, it makes it much more difficult to
perform a major change of direction, resulting in player movement feeling more realistic — yet a little less responsive — and quite different
from Fifa 13. Ball retention and dribbling are more challenging, requiring players to use passing and off-the-ball movement to create
space. While initially jarring to the Fifa stalwart, it soon promotes a more considered, strategic approach to the game.

Elsewhere, the new shooting mechanic impresses, adding realistic mid-air movement to shots, making for some spectacular finishes.
But while gameplay changes feel largely positive, others do not. The new menu system feels cumbersome and irritatingly slow, and
malches can be subject to occasional stuttering and slowdown.

Those expecting major evolulion will be disappointed; Fifa 14's changes are hardly radical — and sometimes unwelcome — but its range
of game options is unrivalled. With Career mode, online (including a new 2v2 co-op Seasons mode) and the wonderful Ultimate Team, it
remains the most feature-rich football game on the market.
