BILL
Rose suggested (that) Bill (should) take/ (that) Bill took a raincoat and stout walking boots if he was going trekking in Scotland.

I can’t comprehend how anyone can abandon a dog.
BEYOND
It is beyond (my) comprehension how anyone can abandon a dog.

That the climate has changed cannot be denied
NO
There is no doubt that the climate has changed.


They believe the driver had had quite a few drinks at the pub before the accident.
BELIEVED
The driver is/was believed to have had quite a few drinks at the pub before the accident.


“I have been meeting my secretary secretly for 4 years”, he told his wife.
CONFESSED
The man confessed to meeting/ to having met/he had met/ he had been meeting his secretary secretly for 4 years.


You are not to open your present before your birthday under any circumstances.
ACCOUNT
On  no account can you open/are you to open/must you open your present before your birthday.

Thanks to everyone signing the petition, the law has recently been changed .
SAME
If we hadn’t signed the petition, the law would be the same today.

It wasn’t necessary to bring us a present. It isn’t our wedding anniversary.
HAVE
You needn’t have brought/bought/given  us a present. It isn’t our wedding anniversary.
