Mary Burnett is among those fighting the impact on the fashion industry of leaving the EU. A petition she set up with 450 signatories, including Naomi Campbell and Cindy Crawford, has finally received a governmental response. 4
The model says she is “very concerned” about how London will maintain its status as “one of the true fashion capitals of the world” because of the effect of Brexit.  
Josephine Kelly, CEO of campaigning organisation Fashion Today, tells us the migration advisory committee approached her yesterday about the letter which urges/asks/ the Government to allow garment workers  from other countries to apply for a visa to work in the UK. 3
Kelly explains: “Every single business is telling us that they’ve got vacancies that they can’t fill but the Government aren’t rolling out the necessary courses that  will train people for those jobs.
“Let the workers come. These are primarily women who work in the industry, and come from eastern Europe, they’re not going to come here for [just/only] three months. It’s insulting to think that they would,” she says, pointing out “they are not unskilled workers”. 
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
