The module aims at analysing language within the framework of Critical
Discourse Anlysis to stimulate the students’ critical awareness with
reference to linguistic choices enacted by media. It also aims at providing
means for a corpus based discourse analysis of ESP texts.

The module starts from an introduction to Critical Discourse, its
development and its various methodological approaches to language
analysis.

The linguistic analysis will be the starting point for more in depth
investigation of evaluative resources in various forms of specialized
communication. CDA investigations will be tested on a series of case
studies.
